Article III

Members

Section 1.  The membership of STUDY TEXAS shall be limited to education organizations located in the State of Texas and holding regional accreditation from the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS).  Non educational organizations described in Article III, Section 2 may apply for Associate Membership.  As a general rule, membership shall be one per institution; however, educational institutions may apply to the Board of Directors to enroll separate campuses and/or programs as individual members.

Section 2.  Educational organizations shall be defined as those that (1) offer international participants programs organized into a curriculum designed to serve the needs of the participants, (2) are overseen by a person having clearly defined responsibility for the overall administration of the program, (3) offer instruction during published sessions, (4) are fully authorized to conduct business at a leased or owned site in State of Texas, (5) advise participants with regard to  immigration regulations applicable to their visa type and (6) have promotional materials that reflect the above points.  

Section 3. Associate members shall be defined, as those non educational organizations that support the mission and goals of STUDY TEXAS but who otherwise do not meet the criteria described in Article III, Section 2.  Associate members shall not have voting privileges.

Section 4.  The Board of Directors determines membership eligibility and reserves the right to refuse full or associate membership to applicants for any reason in the interest of the goals of  STUDY TEXAS.  An organization becomes a member upon the payment of dues, approval by the Board of Directors and appointment of a representative of the organization to STUDY TEXAS.  Dues are to be recommended by the Treasurer and approved by the current membership quorum in attendance at a regularly scheduled STUDY TEXAS business meeting.
